In the home market games are still the 
largest selling software product. With the 

market being so competitive, software 
hou~es are desperately searching for some­
thing that w ill make their game stand out. A 
few years ago, it was enough to produce an 
excellent game; reviews and word of 
mouth would do the rest (or you. Now 
however there must be a free poster, a club 
membership or, perhaps most commonly a 
famous name to sell it on . 

O cean's Daley Thompson's Deeathalon 
was one of the pioneers of th is idea . When 
it became apparent that this game was 
goi ng to profit greatly from a famous sports 
personality's name, the major software 
companies ran wild, tryi ng to secure the 
support of everybody famou s (and some 
not so famous!). 

The list of the names is almost end less, 
ranging from cartoon characters such as 
Spiderman, to pop groups li ke Frankie 
Goes to Hollywood. 

This feature is designed to indicate the 
vast se lection of these games - some good, 
some average. [t has got to the stage where 
companies are scared to re lease a title, 
however good, unless it has a name to, 
accompany it. A perfect example of this is, 
in the early simulations; Summer Games, 
w as by fa r the best game, but Daley' 
Thompson's Decathalon sold many more, 
copies. The question arises, would Sum-. 
mer Games have sold more if it had been 
Steve Ovett's Summer Games? 

Many of the larger companies, Oce<:lIl, 
US Gold, Beyond, Elite, Argus, Virgin, 
Orpheus etc, release excellent programs 
and add to them by using a personali ty to 
help the launch. You ca n be pretty su re, 
however. that these games are not going to 
be of poor quality (al though there are 
exceptions). The smaller com panies, 
however, tend to th ink that they can 
rea lease anyth ing they w ant, and it w il! sell 
purely on the name. This must not con­
tinue; if it does, the value of 'the gam~s 
market will decrease drastically, and many 
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of the smaller and more lively sofh·vare 
houses Iwho cannot afford 50,000 for the 
rights to a lucas film tit le) \vi ll dissappear, 
and that will be bad for the whole games 
market.

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THE RATS 
Never havi ng been a mad fan of books 
which involve a great deal of flowery prose 
about rotting and mutilated corpses I saw 
little to attract me to Hodder & Stoughton's 
neV,lest game, based on James Herbert's 
novel. 

However the game is surprisingly good. 
It involves playing certain characters from 
the book, and overu ling the defence of 
London . You must survive individual 
attacks from the rats by using icon-driven 
options, such as where to run or whether to 
throw an ashtray at a giant rat (don't bother 
it's useless!). 

The main bulk of the game is spent 
allocating forces to stop the rats from 
spreading, and gathering reports on where 
they have been sighted. Graphica lly you 
are shown a nice map of London which 
shows sightings and confirmed reports, in 
white and red respectively. 

Depending on how much of your re­
sources you have allocated to what -
resea rch, offence, defence or origin - you 
are given regular updates which ammount 
to vital clues in how to eventual ly defeat 
the Rats. 

Overall the game is good, though after a 
while I can see it becoming a little 
repeti tive.

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THE SECRET DIARY OF 
ADRIAN MOLE 

"Dead brill iant!" is Adrian Mole's verdict 
of the game in which he stars. Well I'm 
sorry Aidie, but I must confess to being a 
little disappointed. 

The Adrian Mole books have been 
successfully converted into a television 
ser ies and a stage production, and it was 
with great anticipation th(lt I awaited the 
computer version . The approach Mosa ic 
has taken is a kind of computerised book 
with you in the role of Mole determining 
the outcome of events. 

Covering one year in Mole's life, the 
cassette loads in four sections - spring, 
summer, autumn and winter. As the days 
progress, you find yourself in various 
situations where you have to decided 
between three opt ions.

Had there been the facility 
to type in your own suggestions I would 
have felt more involved. 

As the text unveils the story in the lower 
half of the screen, so a limited se lection of 
vaguely related graphics fill the top half of 
the screen.

A Buyer's View 
of the 
The 128 adopts an unusual approach to 

the home computer market. On one 
hand it exhibits a chameleon-like abi lity in 
terms of operationa I modes, on the other 
hand it remai ns tied to o ld technology in 
the shape of 8-bit processors. These indi ­
v idual modes are the pivot of the machines 
success, but are they as Significant as 
Commodorewould have us believe? 

The 64 mode al lows the -r 28 to run any 
64 software past, present or future . This has 
the benefit fo r existing owners of the 64 to 
avoid reinvesting in a new and expensive 
I ibrary of disks or tapes. For the prospective 
buyer, a huge variety of software is 
available now and with the help of reviews 
and adverts in magazines, selection of 
exact requirements will present very few 
problems. Also, there is a voluminous 
resurgence of new 64 software in the USA 
this last quarter which should make itself 
felt here very soon. For Commodore 
themselves this mode enables them to 
expose the 128 being ready-to-run, a 
major factor since a computer without 
so ftwa re is purely a very expensive piece of 
plasto-si licon. 
. The drawbacks of the 64 mode are well 

documented . Screen displays of 40 col ­
umns are no longer de rigeur at this level 
and the truly awiul speed oi 1541 disk 
drive is embarassing. An examination of 
the 1541 ROM reveals that it spends 95% 
of its operating time trying to convince 
itself it is not drive 1, the cause of the 
sna il -like loading/saving cycles. Current 
generations of appl icat ions software such 
as Superscript and Visastar merely re in­
force hardware lim itat ions, which Super­
base exposed two yea rs ago in terms of 
memory size and 1 MHz c lock speeds. For 
games players, 64 is arguably of a better 
standard than the Spectrum, SSC and the 
rest, so for them loading only occurs once 
and to a large extent the screen column 
size is unimportant.

The CP/M mode could be construed to 
be a red-herring as far as UK buyers are

concerned. It is true that a great deal of 
software is available in the public domain 
l ibraries. Application software from this 
source is essentia lly sourced from the USA 
where bus iness and commercial practices 
are considerably different from those in the 
UK. So do not expect to pick up a package 
fo r the price of a disk that will run your 
company accounts or whatever - at least 
not without extensive modifications of the 
software or your business . Similarly, 
general purpose ready to run software for 
CP/M is pitched at a level that will make the 
average serious home user baulk, and it 
remains to be seen jf any software house 
will w rite specifically for the 128 running 
CP/M. CP/M public domain software rep­
resents main ly a platform upon which to 
access and learn the plethora of program­
ming languages. To run CP/M software in 
its full glory an 80 co lumn screen display is 
virtually mandatory and unless you own a 
monitor that w il l pull th is resolution, and 
that does not include the 1701 moni tor, 
then this represents further capital outlay. 
Admittedl y the bu lk oi CP/M software does 
not support colour, so a monochrome 
monitor will cost £80-£100. The purchase 
of a monitor should be approached in the 
same manner as that of a printer. These 
items of hardware should be capable of 
being carried forward to your next 
machine. 

For CP/M to be truly effective two drives 
are necessary, ideally dual drives. The next 
best is a single drive with a RAM disk 
facil ity on the machine, failing this then 
two single dri ves. The 128 as it stands 
cannot support a RAM disk and at the time 
of writi ng the whole disk drive situation at 
Commodore is perplexing, more of which 
later. 

When the 128 is running in native mode, 
ie as a 128k, 6502-based, 80 column 
display with BASIC 7.0 it is necessary to , 

purchase a disk drive and a medium 
resol ut ion colour monitor to exploit the full 
potent ial of the machine and software. The 
1541 drive will run with the 128 al though it 
rema ins to be seen if commercial software 
is made available in the 1541 fo rmat. I 
would imagine that they will include two 
disks, one for the 1541 and one for the 
157x-ser ies drives, naturally you and I will 
be bearing the additional cost of this. 

The 128k of RAM oiiered by the 128 is 
made possible by bank-switching since an 
8-b it processor can only address a max­
imum of 64K at any given time. The 
mechanics of the bank-switching are ex­
ecuted independently by the machine or it 
can be done under program con tro l and it 
operates by paging 32k blocks in to the 64k 
processor address space. The same techni­
que was experimented with on the 64 and 
perfected on the Plus/4 by Commodore 
hardware engineers. The 64 can bank­
switch into memory a single 32k b lock 
whereas the Plus/4 can switch in three 32k 
banks, one internal and the other two 
external to the machine. I have always sa id 
·the Plus/4 is a much underated machine 
and I am glad to see that Mike Todd, the 
new lCPUG chairman sha res my view. The 
number of banks on the P!us/4 is a function 
of the limitations of the address bus 
buffering. The 128 design is such that the 
machine is capable of an address bus load 
oi512k .

"BASIC 7.0 - art 
ambiguous version 

number?" 

The BASIC 7.0 of the 128 seems to have 
an ambiguous vers ion number, since it is 
not in my opinion twice as good as BASIC 
3.5 or BASIC 4.0, indeed BASIC 5.0wou ld 
have been more numeri cally accurate. 
Amongst other things the much-vaunted 
PROCedures facility of the BBC or SUPER· 
BASIC of the QL are missing. I really do not 
understa nd why at this level of computing 
we have to tolerate the manufacturer's 
'Henry Ford' approach of any resident 
language you l ike as lon g as it is BASIC. 
Commercial software is rarely vvri tten in 
BASIC, the language has been corrupted 
into specific machine dialects. the lan ­
guage itself encourages premJtu rely, a 
sloppy style of approach since it is IJrgely 
unsJruc tu red . What is wrong with PAS­
CAL, the language laught and used <It the 
profession.1llevel. Even COMAL. the half­
"vay house beh·veen BASIC and PASCAL 
has been adopted by the Scottish erlUG1-
tional authorit ies en ma sse in perference to 
teaching BASIC in schoo ls. COMAL h<lS 
been implemented 'on the IBM PC and 
BBC, so no worries about machine transi­
tions. Presumabl y fears about the resu lting 
outcome of the Jupiter Ace which used 
FORTH as the resident language gives rise 
to the manufacturers resistance to chztngc, 
although vvithoul doubt in that example 
there were two reasons for the demise of 
the Ace. Thefirst bein g the l.1nguage itself ­
FORTH is recognised as bei ng difficul t to 
learn - second ly the market was still in its 
infancy and was simply not ready . 

The peripheral s necessary to get the 
most out of the 128 Jre all in the pipeline, 
they were not available at the Izwl1ch time. 
The 1571 dual disk drive is still not 
available and the only drive that appeJrs to 
be offic ially available . is the 1570 single 
drive wi th a meagre 1 70k capaci ty. Simi­
larly the 1900 ser ies monitors have yet to 
make an appearance, "vhich does not 
necessari Iy worry users or the dealers si nce 
Philips and Microvitec w ill be making the 
most of this. The MPS 1000 printer which 
has NLQ (near letter quality) capability .1 nd 
the 1750 512k RAM expansion pack will 
probably not hit Europe until 1986. 

The best thing about the new disk clri ve~ 
is the partia l breaking of the Com modore 
DOS mou ld. If one item inhibited home 
users more than any other using Commod­
ore equipment, the finger can be firmly 
planted on the 1541 di sk drive. Quite apJrt 
from the operating speed, the inability to 
read disks which were not to fo rmatted 10 
the GCR (group code record ing) method 
employed by Commodore. The other di s­
c iple of GCR, namely Apple, also ploughs 
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a lonely furrow beside the industry stan­
dard of FM (frequency modulated) format 
disks. At last the new drives have the 
capability to read and write FM disks, 
although the trade-off being apparent only 

in CPIM mode.

Al l of these periphera ls make the 128 an 
attractive system in its own right. \Nhat 
seems to be agai nst it all are the two factors 
of pr ici ng and availability eluring the peak 
selling season, namely the last quarter of 
the yea r. Competition in Western Europe 
in genera l and th is country spec ifically are 
at haemorage levels . As things stand 
Commodore have an uphill task, the balmy 
days of a seller~ market have gone forever. 

The 128 is a good, solid machine wi th 
no si ngle element that causes it to stand out 
from the competition, including that from 
inside Commodore itself, (it cannotdisplay 
121 colours unlike the Plus/4 and C16) . 
The technology incorporated into the 
machine is tried and tested with no huge 
advances in pushing back the frontiers of 
computer hardware. Conservat ism has its 
place and Commodore have played the 
128 itsel f straight down the midd le. To 
exploit it to the full wi ll be expensive and 
poss ibl y time-consuming to users. 

Any software that is made available for 
the 128 runn ing in native mode is l ikely to 
be st raight upgrades of 64 materia l. This 
software is li kely not to have a great deal of 
front end differences other than the 80 
colu mn display; the differences will be 

apparent in actual use such as longer 
documents held in memory when using a 
word processor. How much operational 
speed improvements wi II be attributable to 
the 128 rather than the faster disk drives is 

open to con jecture, l ime and experience 
w ill tel l. One thing I must warn potent ial 
pu rchasers of software about is the tenden­
cy of some software houses to slap a 128 
label on any C64 software that now leaves 
the v·,tarehouse . Make certain lhal it is 
meant to (un on the 128 itself and not a 128 
masquerading as a 64. 

"Is the ability to switch 
modes an attraction?" 

Its singula r attraction is the ability to 
switch modes between 64 compatibility 
and CPIM, but is a CP/M user going to be 
interested in the 64 and vice versa con­
sidering what is visible on the horizon 
now? 

1985 has been a traumatic year for 
makers of home computers. The fall and 
rise (?) of Acorn and Sinclair. the explosive 
growth of Amstrad , have made many 
owners both exist ing and potentia l, very 
nervous and wary of parting with thei r 
money . 

1986 w i ll be a turn ing point for home 
computers and manufacturers. This coun­
try has the highest number of home 
computers owners per head of popu lation 
in the world, a fact not unnoticed by 
ATARI. The level of consumer percept ion 
and ability are the two factors that are 
constantly underated by computer manu­
facturers and the continued blindness to 
these facts will lead then further into the 
chasms of financia l woe.

Stea lth is on€' of a group of new releases 
from Ariolasoft \-vhieh they have im­

ported from America. Most people appear to 
have heard of the game before its arrival, as 
Tim Burke, 16 of Manchester showed in his 
introduction; N Although this game has been 
available in the States for quite a while, it 
has taken until now to rear its rather violent 
head here - and not before time!" 

These words of enthusiasm were not 
echoed by al l, however, Paul Serbert, of 
Harrogate takes up the games description; 
"You rnust sk im your Stealth Starfighter over 
a planet's hostile surface to reach and 
obliterate the Dark Tower. Heat seeking 
missiles fired from radar towers, armed 
bunkers, photon t<lnks and warp fighters are 
intent on stopping you" . 

One point that everyone agreed on was 
the quality of the graphics, as Neil Edwards 
of Kent and luci Kershaw of T eddington 
pointed out in these comments, Neil first; 
" When the game first loaded I was impress­
ed by the very detailed graphics, and the 
vast array of colour in both fore and 
background, with its stunning 3D effects, 
Stealth was great to play though maybe 
lacking a bit in or iginality" . 

As Tim Burke pointed ou!, Stealth owes a 
lot to other, e<lr lier populJr computer 
games; "Sleallh obviously has its roots in the 
'Buck Rogers' I 'Star Wars' school of shooting 
- but successiully manages to enhance 
their finer details and eliminate the more 
ITlundane points." 

The sound did not impress all, and Paul 
Serbert particularly points this out; II A 
rather bland tune accompanies the title 
page, but there is no music to complement 
the act ion. Rather you get a wide range of 
whoosh, zap, bang and blast noises." 

Unfortunately John Archer, of Kent, was 
not overly impressed; "The higl l score tab le 
and special rating to sum up your overall 
performance add to the game, but lack of 
variety and lasting challenge make this game 
an unworthy buy." 

Julien Francois commented on its shoot­
em-up qualities; "As blasts go this is one of 
the best; smooth scrolling, sharp graphics, 
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and a whole horde of nasties. The 3D 
graphics are well designed and believable, 
duck those tanks and they come outta the 
screen!" (well nearly! FKJ). 

At th is point I thought I'd put in my own 
personal v iew to reinforce the readers views. 
'With the current trend for American soft­
WJre, it CJme as no real surprise that 
Ariolasoft brought in Stealth. It is a reall y 
good game - as far as it goes. It amounts to 
a ll upda.ted shoot-ern-up, with some lovely 
extra tOllches.

Beat the Drum 
No more beating about the bush with Syntron's new 

Digidrum 11 - it says drum and it means drum. Ian Waugh 
(author of Commodore 64 Music) grabs his sticks. 

W e are all familiar with 
drum machines, they are 

used on most pop and electro­
pop records. You can tell a 
drum machine when you hear 
one because it sounds just like a 
human drummer - only it 
doesn't make mistakes. Actual ­
ly, you can program .some 
machines so that they do make 
mistakes so people won't think 
they're drum machines. Con­
fusing, isn't it? Most of the drum 
sounds sounds are sampled 
from real drums and stored in 
chips so the sound they make is 
very realistic. Such machines, 
even those which can't be prog­
rammed to make mistakes, cost 
quite a few pounds - hundreds, 
in fact. 

Syntron's Digidrum, costing 
an unbelievable £65, (reviewed 
in eel October) was first laun· 
ched on an unbeliev ing public 
several months ago anel the 
little box of tricks was so im· 
press ive it was hard to believe. 
The software has since been 
improved and has given ri se to 
Digidrum II. The secrel of the 
Digidrum lies in a l ittle black 
box which plugs into the 64's 
user port. Sounds are loaded 
from disk, not stored on a chip, 
and the box, a digital -analogue 
converter, does the work of 
produc ing drum sounds from 
the software. A jack socket at 
the back of the box is fo r 
connection to an amplifier and 
a phono socket provides a one­
pulse·per-beat trigger output for 
synchronising with other equip­
ment. 

The program is driven from a 
menu screen : 

1 = Program Rhythm Patterns 
2 = Compose Songs 
3 = Directory Display 
4 = Load Patterns + Songs 

S = Save Patterns + Songs 
6 = Load Sounds 
7 = Save Sounds 
E = Erase all Patterns + Songs 
T = SetTemp 

M enu option 1 allO\'\'s you to 
program upto S1 different drum 
patterns . Each pattern can con­
tain up to 38 beats and each 
beat can play up to three sepa-

rate drum sounds. The cursor 
keys control movement around 
the screen and drums are en­
tered into a pattern by pressing 
the foll owing keys which are 
listed down the righ t of the 
screen: C (Crash cymbal). 0 
(Open high hat), H (Closed h igh 
hat). D (Drum - small tom), S 
(Snare), G (Grand tom). F (Floor 
tom) and B (Bass drum) . Some 
combinations are not allowed, 
however, such as the cymbals 
and high hats, but you can ' t 
program anything the Digidrum 
can' t play and thi s is no real 

t .. 

limitat ion. 

Once a few patterns have 
been programmed, they can be 
chained together to form a Song 
usi ng menu option 2. A song, as 
its name suggests, is a complete 
drum track. A song can hold up 
to 100 different steps; each step 
consists of a pattern number 
and the number of times it is to 
be played. A pattern can be 

repeated up to 99 times and up 
to 10 songs can be stored in 
memory at one time. Options 4 
and 5 load and save patterns 
and songs so you can build up a 
library of tracks to suit your 
music. 

Having programmed fl ams 
and f ills that even Buddy Rich 
couldn't play, how do our 
drums and his compare? Well, 
ours are pretty good, consider­
ing that one of h is cymbals 
would be twice the price of our 
whole drum kit. There is room 
for improvement with the crash 

cymbal and the toms but as it 
stands the Digidrum holds its 
own against the cheaper end of 
the drum machine market. 

But the story doesn' t end 
there. Because the drum sounds 
are software based and stored 
digitally on a disk, it's a si mple 
matter to introduce ne\'\' 
so ftware-based sounds. Thi s is 
what Syntron have done and a 
second disk con taining over 40 
new sounds is already available 
for £16.50 - which works out at 
approximately 41 p per drum. 
New drums include a w ide 
range of different tom, cymbal 
and high hat sounds plus more 
regular and exotic instruments 
such as a shaker, metal bar, 
rattlesnake, cowbell s, hand 
c lap and rim shots. Complete 
drum sets include Lat in, Glass 
and Syn drum sou nds. Instru­
ments can be saved and loaded 
individual ly, allowing you to 
construct your own drum kit. 
Perhaps they should have cal­
led it the Drum Kit Constru ct ion 
Set! 

The Digidrum would fit very 
wel l into a home studio. In fact I 
would not be at al l surprised to 
hear the Digidrum on a com­
mercial record ing.

Sound Bu 
Jason Johnson is bullied into a music lesson and finds 

himself in the driving seat, in the fast lane, knocking down 
musical barriers. Has he a licence for all this? 

Few things can be as d ifficu lt 
as getting music out of a 

computer. Even professional 
musicians often spend more 
time arrang ing and program­
ming thei r tunes than they do 
writing them : a piece of music 
lasting three minutes could take 
three hours to program - or 
longer. So, w hat chance do we 
lesser mortals have - those of 
us with a musical bent (no, they 
can't touch you for it) but no 
desire to be come immersed in 
the niceties of music notation? 

As if in answer to such 
thoughlS, Siel 's R&D team have 
developed the Sound Buggy. At 
a RRP of £99, it's purpose is to 
minimise the amount of music­
al knowledge and effort you put 
in and maximise the amou nt of 
music you get out. To achieve 
this it uses its own sound synth­
esiser- bye bye 510- and the 
accompanying software has 
fac ilities to create a lead solo 
sou nd, an automatic accom­
paniment sect ion and a rhythm 
track, all of which can be 
recorded, stored and played 
backatwill. 

The Buggy is a tidy flat box in 
Siel's house colours - grey­
with jack and phono outputs for 
connect ion to headphones or a 
hi-fi . Music is entered into the 
system w ith Siel 's mini clip-on 
keyboard w hich is supplied. 
You can also use Commodore's 
clip-on version or Siel 's full -size 
CMK49 . 

Getting down to 
business 

Once you've plugged in, 
cUpped qn and loaded the prog­
ram, available on d isk orcasset­
te', you can get down to some 
music making. The program is 
menu driven, contro lled by the 
fuction keys. If you get stuck, 
the CM DR key causes a help 
message to pop down onto the 
screen and it is more than likely 
that you w ill be able to dispense 
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with the instructions after a 
readingortwo. 

There are five options on the 
Main Menu page; End of job, 
MIDI Functions, Play, Disk Op­
erations and Song Menu . The 
Song Menu I ists the songs 
stored in memory and nine 
demos include disco, big band 
and Latin American numbers. 
Selecting a song or the Play 
option takes you to the Song 
Edit screen which is the main 
working di splay. The top line 
shows the song name and num­
ber. Below this are four win­
dows vvhich control each of the 
four main music sect ions: solo 

sound parameters, the accom­
paniment pattern, rhythm de­
tails and a sequencer section. 

Instruments are created with 
footage settings of 16', 8', 4 ' 
and 2', rather li ke the drawbars 
found on some organs. These 
are set at volumes ranging from 
o to 3 1. Envelope or ADSR 
(Attack, Sustai n, Decay, Re­
lease) parameters ca n range 
from 0 to 7 whi le a p.env sett ing 
will qui ck ly lower the vo lume 
after each note has sounded. 
Fourteen sounds have been pre­
programmed, 28 can be stored 
in total and all can be altered. 

Choose your 
accompaniment 

After recording a solo l ine, 
you can then arrange an 
accompaniment for it; you can 
even do it the other way around 
if you vvish. From the accom­
pan iment section you Can opt 
for o.f.e. (one finger chords) by 
playing the lower set of QWER­
TY keys, or you can make up 
your own with the teach option. 
The program uses the chords to 
produce a bass line and arpeg­
gios and these can be selected 
for output ind ividually. Rhythm 
plays the accompaniment in a 

, 
rhythmic pattern and melody 
triggers a whole chord when 
each melody note sounds. 

The rhythm section can hold 
24 rhythms and 14 examples 
load with the program: Latin, 
swi ng, disco and funk beats­
just righ t for improvisi ng over. 
To program a rhythm, a new 
screen is ca lled up showing 
sub-divisions of the bar. Five 
drum sounds are used: bass, 
snare, rim shot and two cym· 
bals. These are inserted by 
pressing a key and removed by 
pressi ng the same key again. 
Drummers say that every 

keyboard player wants to be a 
drummer and thi s sec tion lets 
everyone try their hand. It will 
keep the kids amused for hours 
- providing you ca n prise 
Father away from the mach ine. 

loop your composi­
tion 

The last window, the se­
quencer, is used to determine 
wh ich part of your tune you 
wish to play and record - the 
solo (melody) line or the 
chords. You can also loop your 
composition so it plays con­
ti nuously. 

The Disk Menu controls the 
loading, saving and erasing of 
songs. One select ion w il l even 
format a disk for you, an option 
wh ich shou ld be made compul­
sory on uti lity programs. Good 
thin king. 

Apart from the Sou nd Buggy, 
Siel also produce synthesisers, 
all ied equipment, MIDI inter­
faces and software packages. 
The Buggy's M IDI menu offers a 
step into the musica l world 
w here the bi g boys play. A 
MIDI interface is req uired, 
however (S iel's costs around 
£99), along w ith at least one 
MIDI-equipped keyboard. The 
solo, bass, chords and argeggio 
sections can be routed to diffe­
rent synthesisers for a marvel­
lous, full synth/orchestral 
sound - such is the power of 
computers. If you have a multi­
timbral synth such as a Casio 
CZ-10 1 or CZ-1000, each part 
can be assigned to a different 
voice. Very impressive, indeed. 

If you've got the music in 
you, the Sound Buggy might 
just help bring it out. It m ight 
even encourage you to explore 
the music potential of your 
computer a l itt le further wh ich 
can be no bad thing.

Sampling the Goods 
W ith Microsound's D igital 

Music System, you can 
not onl y play back sample 
sounds at various pitches, but 
also create complex sounds 
using such facilities as Dynamic 
Ampl itude Modulation, Defin­
able Pointer Sets, Looping and 
Mixing different sample 
sounds . 

If that all sounds very compli­
cated, don' t panic. Although 
designed 10 give musical results 
sim il ar to those prod uced by 
expensive mult i-track record ­
ing studios, if you read the 
manual carefully and spend 
time familia ris ing yourself w ith 
the controls, all will become 
clear. 

The system we had in the 
office comprised the OMS, disk 
software a nd the Microsound 
64 keyboard. The slim, grey 
metal casing of the OMS houses 
the sound process ing unit 
which controls both the timbre 
and amplitude of the sampled 
sounds. It featu res the fol low ing

sockets/controls: Mic/ line Input 
socket; level control; power/ 
volume control; MIDI in/out 
sockets; 9V DC socket; and an 
output socket for connection to 
amplifiers, mixers etc.

W hen loaded, the cont rol 
master d isk gives you the op­
tions: sample, control func­
tions, play, edit or di sk func· 
tions.

MIDI keyboard in addition to 
Microsound's keyboard . 

Al l the usual features have 
been included. A programm­
<lb le low-pass fil ter enables un­
wanted freq uencies to be re­
moved from the incoming sig­
nal when sampling to avoid 
di stortion. Another useful fea­
ture of the sample func tion is 
the inclusion of an on-screen 
bar graph which enables the 
user to adjust the input volume 
from line or microphone to the 

correct level to trigger the sam­
pler. 

Various functions in the play 
mode include: split keyboard; 
current poi nter set - to give 
each of the two ponter sets its 
own independent set of contro l 
functions; modulation source; 
envelope parameters; filter 
level and looping. 

Conclusions 
You can really achieve some 

interesting effects by sampling 
various sounds. These samples 
can be edited visua lly. The fun 
really begins when you start 
reversing and mix ing samples. 
Of course, al I samples can be 
saved (to disk). 

Microsound's OMS is a 
comprehensive piece of equip­
ment, although at [145 (£99 for 
the keyboard) it is a little more 
expensive than others on the 
market.

Value for Money Modem 
Used in conjunction with Tan­

data's own Micro Pack soft­
ware and compatibility pack this is 
the normal choice for 64 users 
wishing to explore the exciting 
and ever expanding world of 
micro-communications. 

This part icu lar modem allows 
1200/75 baud rate communica­
tions with the software being set 
up for terminal use. The T m 110 is 
a neat looking black box, w ith all 
the essential facilities for the bud­
ding 'War Gamer', includingauto­
dial and auto-redia l. The two lights 
on the front panel indicate 
whether or not you are on-line, 
and the normal power on in­
dicator. 

Telecom Gold is eaSily acces­
sed, and apart from the fad that 
my first two attempts were shor­
tened by excessive line noise, the 
modem functioned faultlessly. 

Next I tried the T m 110 on the 
London Underground (no, not the 
tubel, which is the best bulletin 
board around at the moment, with 
an excellent Sysop and some 
really interesting sub-sections.

With the runaway success and rave re­
views that both Summer Games and 
Summer Games II received , it was no 
surprise that US Gold were eager to import 
Epyxs' latest sports simulation tit le Win ter 
Games - especially as summer seems to 
have been pretty non-existant thi s year.

Having 
selected you r name and the country you 
wish to represent (a la Summer Games II), 
you are given the same opt ions of compet­
ing in all the events, some events, or a 
variety of practice and other opt ions. 

Having decided to compete in all the 
events you are thrown immediately into 
'Hot Dogging' . For those of you who have 
never seen the maniacs doing this in rea l 
li fe, this w ill be the closest you wi ll ever 
want to come to suic ide! You must ski 
,down a short slope, tak ing off, and com­
plete as many stunts as possible before 
landing. There are six possible stu nts 
including forward and backward somer­
saults, and a variety of other leg-spl itt ing 
antics. 

Your score is displayed out of ten, with 
each country scori ng individually and the 
total being averaged. One occasion I 
managed to get 9.2, but never higher! 

Next is the Biathlon. Thi s one's a real 
bugger! It consists of you as a cross country 
sk ier, w ho must ski up slopes, down 
slopes, and along the fla t, until reaching a 
target range where you must hit five 
ta rgets. Th is is repeated four times and, for 
every target you miss, a fi ve second pena lty 
is added to your l ime. As w ith all Epyx 
games it is the small touches that make the 
game so excepti onal , and in thi s case it is 
your heart-rate, which is displayed and 
must be steady before you can fire accur­
ately. 

Figure skating and Free skating are 
similar in many respects in tha t you must

perform certain jumps, spins and reverse 
sa lko triple toe loops (eh??). These must be 
performed in t ime wi th the music and as 
elegantly as poss ible. 

The difference between Free and Figure 
is that in Free you have two minutes to 
perform as many tr icks as possible, where­
as in Figure you must use a set routine. 

Both the music and graphics are excel­
lent, and the only way to impress the 
judges is to practice until you have per­
fected your own rout ine (budd ing Jayne 
Torvills will love it!). 

My personal favourite was the Ski Jump. 
Ma inly as it must be one of the few sports 
wh ich no-one wi th more than half a brain 
wou ld ever try. You must leap off a 90m 
jump and control your little man, keeping 
him straight and flat, and landing perfectly.

MAPPINGTHE COMMODORE 64 bySLeeman - £12·95 

When I f irst bought my Commodore 64 it 
rapidly became apparent that some mem­
ory locations were more important than 
others . I suppose the very first memory 
location number that we all learn is 64738, 
the cold reset. After a period of time, the 
collection of useful POKE's and SYS calls 
became to much to carry around in my 
own biological memory and probably in 
common with most serious users of the 
machine I began to write them down for 
reference. They were, and sti ll form a very 
essential aid to programmi.rlg the machine, 
but as t ime went by and my knowledge and 
experience grew I started to wonder how 
they worked and could they be modified if 
requ ired. Armed with "The Anatomy of the 
Commodore 64" from ABACUS Software 
(or FIRST PUBLISHING, the UK agent for 
these books), I was able to start probing 
deeply into my Commodore 64 . 

Somehow, or so it seemed, I still 
hankered for more detail on how the 
machine functioned and this requirement 
was admirably filled by the purchase of this 
book. This is another book well worth 
watching out for, if you haven't got it 
already that is! The contents basically 
wade their. way though the memory loca­
tions of the Commodore 64, in sequence, 

with a detailed explanation of what you 
will find there, and more importantly, what 
wi II happen if you change the contents of 
the individual location. 

What sets this book apart from any other 
of it's type I have ever seen, is the amount 
of detail included. Rather than use the 
Commodore source code labels such as 
VARTAB for locations 45 and 46 ($2D­
$2E), which really do not convey a great 
deal to the inexperienced user, the text 
explains what the location is fOr. So, as an 
example, VARTAB is described as the 
"pointer to the Start of the BASIC Variab le 
Storage Area", much better, isn't it? 
Another strong point being the inclusion of 
short demonstration programs; they say a 
photograph wil! speak a thousand words, I 
am certain the same applies to a computer 
program. These serve the purpose of 
explaining the difficult concepts and most 
of the programs in this book are very 
usefu l. It is a similar idea to that used in Rae 
West's 'Programming the. ." series, 
and I am all for it. 

Several of the mystery areas of the 
Commodore 64 are explained, for instance 
the mirror images of the 6581 SID chip, 
which have always intrigued me. Isn't it 

about time that someone came up with an 
add-on baord complete with address de­
coder and another 6581 or two to use up 
these unused addresses? In fact, the input! 
output areas are extensively covered as 
well as the KERNAL itself. I suppose 
another title forthis book could well be ' No 
Byte Left Unturned" . 

The publishers of this particular book, 
namely COMPUTE! have bui lt up a large 
range of books aimed at maching utilising 
the 6502 series processor and in previous 
reviews of some of their publications I have 
unreservedly slammed them. I feel that this 
publisher and the American book market 
in general, produces some outstanding 
works as well as some utter rubb ish, 
general ly in the ratio of 3: 1 in favour of the 
rubbish. However, there are indications, 
that at last, they seem to be getti ng it right 
and certai nly this book is one of those.

THE COMPLETE COMMODORE INNER SPACE ANTHOLOGY 
by KJH Mildon-£12·95 

Yes, the title threw me as well. I first 
spotted this on the Pitman Publish ing stand 
at the Commodore Show in Ju ne and 
although the title and cover gave no cl ues 
as to the contents I picked it up and started 
browsing. Since I have by nature a tenden­
cy towardscu riousity (my detractors wou ld 
cal l it nosey!), the very inclusion of the 
magic word 'Commodore' on the outer 
cover guaranteed that I would look at it. At 
first I thought it was one of those ghastly 
kid's learning bOQks from across the Atlan­
t ic until the importance of it struck me. I 
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hastily whipped out the cheque book 
BE FORE even asking the price, a complete 
reversa l of my usua l purchas ing gambit. 
The book has apparently on ly arrived in 
this country the day before and those 
manning the Pitman stand were quite 
unsure of the retai l price! A quick phone 
cal l to the HQ quick ly revea led the price; 
an even quicker brandish ing of the trusty 
cheque and it was mine. 

The book or iginates in Canada, the 
source of some of the very best material for 
Commodore, (it must be a good place, Jim 

Butterfield resides there!), and it basically 
consists of pages of tables. These tables 
contain ALL of the information and data 
you are l ikely to want to refer to for all 
Commodore's hardware. In addition tothis 
there are a number of tab les which provide 
sol id background information to any useful 
program. So let's look at thesetables.

Wel l, after you have feasted your eyes 
on that lot you can appreciate just how 
invaluable this book is. Irrespect ive of 
which machine or disk drive that you own 
and operate, everything that you could ask 
is in one place. 

The section which I found particularly 
useful was that on music chord derivatives, 
just try finding that in a music text book! 
Having just acqu ired a PLUS/4, the sec­
tions and tables relevant to thi s machine 
were much more accessible than those 
con tai ned in the User Guide supplied w ith 
the machine. Indeed, the word accessible 
is an apt description for this book : it gathers 
and makes most of the currently publ ished 
information on Commodore machines into 
oneeasily assimilated form . 

Some of the contents do not have any 
relevance in the UK, the Telecomputing 
Section for instance. However, by and 
large this book fu lfils a huge need for basic 
information in one place. I hope that the 
publishers wi ll update th is book with the 
addition of the new and forthcoming 
machines, viz. C128, 900 Series and the 
fabulous AMIGA. Although I think in the 
case of the AMIGA it will probably require 
several volumes to cover ITS features. Look 
out for this book, it is a worthy addition to 
yourshelf.

64 Greetings! 
Here is a novel way to send festive greetings to your relations 

or friends. With CARD.GEN, from Bob Davis, you can 
generate a Christmas card on Tape or Disk and if you have an 
MPS 801 or 1525 printer, then you can have the card printed. 

Or, you could just have a 'window display'. 

How to use 

Firsllype in CARD.GEN (Listing 1). Save 
before running it. It contains a short 

machine code routine, so incorrect data 
could cause a crash. On running the 
program you are asked if you are using Tape 
of Disk. Answer by pressing ITI or 101. Now 
you can enter the 'Top' message, ie, TO 
UNCLE TOM .. . etc. Press IReturnl when 
message is complete. You can use the [DELI 
key if required. Now enter the 'Bottom' 
message, ie, FROM ... etc. A maximum of 
36 characters are allowed for either mes­
sage. 

The program w il l d isplay a 'greetings 
screen' with a familiar tune. Pressing [+ J or 
(- ] increases/decreases the speed of the 
tune. 

If a printer is connected, pressj ng [Fl) 
prints that display with 'normal w idth' 
characters. Pressing IF7] wil l printout using 
'double w idth ' characters. If you wish you 
can off-set the printout when print ing nor­
mal width characters. Press [01 and the 
music stops. A number is disp layed with in 
the 'M ' in 'MERRY'. Press 1+1 or I-J to 
increase/decrease the number. Press [RE­
TURNI to continue. That number will be the 
quantity of spaces the card will be printed, 
off-set to the right, ie 20 will print the card 
centrally on the paper. Note the largest 
off-set is40. 

To save the display press 151. Do read the 
rest of this article first before doing a save. 

Generating a 'card' on Tapel 
Disk 

CARD.GEN saves the actual contents of 
the screen and co lour rams as a binary file 
naming it 'CDATA', so to retrieve the file a 
'boot' program is required, viz CARO­
.BOOT (Listing 2). This MUST precede 
'CDATA', particularly if you are using Tape. 
To generate a Tape/Disk 'Card', first type in 
Listing 2 and save it as your master. Now 
save it on the Tape/Disk you wish to send. 
For Tape, do not rewind after saving. You 
can name it what you like. Note, for Disk, 
change the device number in line 10. Load 
and fun CARD.GEN , enter your messages 
and press 151. Place the Tape/D isk in the 
device and press any key. 'CDATA' wi l l now 
be saved correctly. 

The person rece iving the 'card' need only 
to load and run it like any normal program. 

If you w ish, changing the value of OF (line 
20) alters the speed of the tune. In case you 
wonder why the sudden jump in line 
numbers of the data statements, lines 840 to 
890 are the same as for listing 1. It's not 
necessary to type those lines again. load 
and l ist Listing 1. Type in 'NEW' and press 
[Returnl. Now move the cursor over each 
line number (840 to 890) and press IReturn l . 
Now type in the rest of Listing2. 

Here is a summary of how 
CARD.GEN works 
Lines 30 to 70. Initialise routine: Sets up 
arrays, strings and sound regi sters. Pokes 
mach ine code to memory.

Lines 460 to 570. Sub-routine to get 'mes­
sage'. 
lines 580 to 830. Sub-routine to initialise 
arrayC$. 
Lines 840. Data for colour RAM: (Position of 
stars). 
Lines 850 to 890. Data for music. 
Lines 900 to 940. Machine code. Two 
routines: a) copy screen and colour data to 
RAM. b) Binary fi Ie save. 

CARD. BOOT works much in the same 
way except the machine code routine (lines 
90 to 110) copies the binary data to the 
screen and coloor RAMs, ie, the reverse 
procedure as for above. A 'non-locateable' 
load (l ine 10) ensures that the binary fi le 
always loads into the same place.

Basic 

BASIC programs can be saved and, 
therefore, cop ied with the BAS IC com­

mand SAVE. General ly, data files and 
machine language programs can't be 
duplicated this \'Ilay; they requ ire a special 
file-copying util ity program. Several such 
utili ti es have been published in popular 
computing magazines and any Commod­
ore user's club will have at least one on 
hand for its members' use. 

Unfortunately, Commodore relative 
files cannot be copied with the usual utility 
programs. The reason is that for each 
relative file the Commodore Disk Operat­
ing System (DOS) maintains a separate file 
ca lled the side sector file. It contains 
information about how file storage blocks 
were allocated on the disk as the relative 
fi le was being created. This information 
would be meaningless if copied to another 
disk. The catch is that you can' t use a copy 
of your re lat ive file w ithout a side sector 
fil e. 

The only rea lly straightforward way to 
backup a relative file is to read it into 
memory (all at once if poss ible) and 
re-crea te the fi Ie on another disk, or under 
a different name on the same disk. Program 
RELBACKUP will do this for you . (See 
Listi ng 1.) 

There are a couple of requirements for 
duplicating relat ive files that don't apply to 
other file types, First of all , you need to 
know how many bytes (characters) have 
been allocated to each record of the file 
you w ish to copy. This . in formation is 
requi red to open a new relative file for 
copying to. When you determine the 
character count, be sure to include the 
RETURN character that's normally In­
c luded at theend of the record. 

Second, it's useful , but not absolutely 
necessary, to know roughly how many 
records you want to copy. Th is va lue can 
also be used when the new file is created, 
to ass ign enough space for the new 
records. You don't have to get th is number 
exact ly right because the DOS will auto­
matically create more records if it needs 
them wh ile it's copying your file; it just 
takes it a litt le longer. If you've created the 
file you're copying, probably you w i ll 
know how many characters are in the 
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-

record, and you may at least be able to 
guess at hO\"-, many records there are. But 
what if you dan', know either of these facts 
about the file? 

The appropriate file information is avail ­
able from the disk directory. You may not 
be awa re of it because it's not usually 
included in directory listings, I've included 
an option in RELBACKUP to read the disk 
directory and print out the necessary 
information for relative files. Unfortunate­
ly, the number of records written is not 
avai lable; th is must be estimated from the 
number of blocks used by the file. 

There's only one more little deta il: how 
does the program know when it's at the end 
of the file? The DOS wi l l return an error 
number of 50 if you try to position the disk 
drive to read past the end of a file. 

Here's an explanation of how RELBACK­
UP works. You shou ld read the explana­
tion especially if you want to use the 
program with a VIC-20 . 
lines 10-360: Most of thi s part of the 
program gives user prompts on the screen. 
line 30 sets up a str ing var iable A$ for later 
use by the data input routine. Line 40 
opens the disk command channel. Line 50 
changes the background colour of a mon i­
tor to black. You should el iminate or 
modify this line for a VIC-20. Line 210 
gives you a chance to read the directory to 
obtain information about al l relative files 
on the disk. Then, in lines 31 0-330 you can 
give appropriate responses to the input 
prompts. If you' re using a VIC-20, change 
these input prompts so they don't exceed 
20 characters or replace the prompts with 

Prints and unprompted Inputs. 
lines 370-380: These two lines determ ine 
how much of a file you will try to fit in 
memory at one time. On the VIC-20 you 
w ill have to adjust the 30000 to fit your 
avai lable memory. RELBACKUP occupies 
about 4500 bytes as it's given in listing I. 
lines 390-540: These li nes contain the 
main part of the copy program. First you 
are prompted to insert the copy-from disk. 
The copy-from file is opened as fi le number 
2 in line 450. Th ree important variables are 
initialized in line 460. IN is the record 
counter for records current ly in memory. IP 
is the total record counter. IJ is a flag that 
causes a new re lative file to be created 
when all old records are in memory or the 
first time the allocated memory space for 
old records is filled . 

The subroutine called at 720 is where 
the records are written into a new file. Line 
480 takes care of the case where there are 
more records left to be copied. After 
writ ing the records current ly in memory, 
the variable IP is updated and the record 
counter IN is reset to zero prior to read ing 
more records into memory. The subrout ine 
at 970 prompts for a disk swap to retu rn to 
the copy-from disk. 

Line 490 calls the disk positioning 
subroutine at 600. The variable Rl is the 
first record that will be written to. line 500 
checks the error returned from the disk 
error subrout ine at line 550. If the error 
number is 50, the d isk is try ing to read past 
the end of the file. Line 510 is the record 
input routine. The SYS828 takes the place 
of INPUT#2. The record is read into the 
str ing variable A$ . Its length is stored in 
location 254 . The PR INTs in thi s line are 
optional; I find it comforting to know that 
things are really happening when the 
records are bei ng read! 

The actual record to be stored in mem­
ory and eventually written on the new fi le 
is stored in the string array X$. 
lines 550-590: Check for disk errors . 
lines 640-630 :Position the disk dri ve to 
the first byte of the record represented by 
the low/h igh bytes RL/RH on file number 
RO. 
Lines 640-71 0: Load the disk input sub­
rout ine into the cassette buffer. This sub-



rout ine assumes that the file to be read from 
is number 2. 
Lines 720-870: W ri te data on the ne\,\' fi le. 
First close the old file. Then load the 
copy-to disk. If this is the first entry to th is 
subroutine, IJ wi ll be 0 and a new re lative 
file will be created in the subroutine at 880 
according to the information you have 
previously spec ified. On return from this 
subroutine, the flag IJ is sel to 1 so the 
file-crea tion subroutine \,vill not be ca lled 
again . 

Lines 810-850 write records on the new 
fil e. Beforeeach write opera tion, the disk is 
positioned to record 1+ II' on file number 3. 

Line 840 is optional . 
lines 880-960: Create a new relat ive file 
according to information you've specified. 
Lines 970-1030: Prompt for a d isk swap to 
return to the copy-from disk. Open fi le 
number 2 on the copy-from disk. 
lines 1040-1390: Read the disk d irectory 
and extract information about re lati ve fil es. 
Opening a fi le w ith the name "#" opens a 
buffer area for storing information read 
with the User commands. The idea here is 
to read the information for each di rectory 
entry. There are eight such entries in each 
sec tor o f the direc tory track (track 18), 
starting at sector 1 . The file name is in bytes

VIC takes Tinymon 
Mike Hart has packaged Jim Butterfield's machine 

language monitor enabling it to be typed directly into an 
unexpanded VIC 

Neither the VIC-20 nor the 64 have a 
machine language monitor although 

th is was contained in almost all of the old 
PETS and is also pres~nt in the newer (-16 
and the PLUS 4. A monitor has been 
written for the VIC by Jim Butterfield and 
this was orig inally pu blished in 1982 in 
VIC COMPUTING. However, the author 
advised VIC owners to borrow a friend's 
PET and use the mach ine language monitor 
on that in order to get a compact vers ion of 
the li sting into a machine so that it could be 
saved . 

The problem really boil s down to a lack 
of space in the unexpanded VIC as the 
monitor itself takes about 800 or so bytes, 
and more than 1 K with its own loader. A 
normal BASIC loader will more than 
gobble up the remaining 2.SK that remains 
if the loader and the monitor are not to 
conflict w ith each other - hence the lack of 
space. 

However I felt that not many VIC owners 
are likely to know PET owners and may fee l 
that they lack the confidence to put the 
program into a 64 and then adapt it. 
Accordingly, I have taken Jim Butterfie ld 's 
original program and packaged it in such a 
way that owners of the unexpanded VIC 
can type the program direct ly into their 
own machines and then save a copy of it 
for everyday use. Actually two versions are 
given hereof wh ich one isa decimal loader 
(in two parts) and the other is a highly 
condensed hex loader. Both assume a 
completely co ld and 'bare' ie non· 
expanded VIC so remove any extra mem· 
ory, add·ons or cartridges. 

Decimal loader 
The procedure here is as fol lows: 

1. Ra ise the bottom-of*memory poi nters 
by the following command in d irec 
mode: 
POKE 5139,0: POKE 43,20: POKE 
44,20: NEW 

2. Now type in TI NYMON/ 1 and save it. 
Do the same wi th TINYMON/2 and 
save that also 
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3. It isquite likely that you will make some 
mistakes in a program of this size. 
However there is a checksum at the end 
of every two lines and if this agrees then 
you have probably entered the li ne 
correctly. Note that this is not infalli ble 
as you may have entered two numbers 
in the wrong order which still add up to 
the correct checksum . However if the 
checksum does not agree then you have 
certainly made a mistake. 

4. When you have got a TINYMONI1 and 
a TINYMON/2 tha t do not generate any 
errors and report a successful load then: 

Make sure that you have ra ised the 
bottom-of.memory pointers ie Step 1 
and then enterTINYMONI1 and RUN it 
and then immediately enter TINYMONI 
2 and run that also . 

5. If you now Ll5T the program you wi II see 
that the bottom of memory has been 
restored and you now have a copy of 
SUPERMON residing at the normal start 
of memory ie 4096 onwa rds. Just SAVE 
th is under your own title (e .g . TI NY* 
MON). When RUN, this program uses 
its own machine code re locater to put 
itself at the top of available memory and 
then protect itself before entering into 
the monitor itself. Typing X and RE­
TURN returns you to BASIC. 

Hex loader 
The hex loader is very much more 

compact - in fact every single byte is 
critical. That is the explanation why the 
title in the REM statement in line 1 is so 
cryptic. There is just not enough space for 
the program not to generate out*o(­
memory errors if we were to make th is REM 
statement longer . You may wish to remove 
it altogether. As you type in the program do 
not leave any spaces anywhere - particu­
larly not between the word DATA and the 
slart of the data string in lines 10*38. The 
procedure is: 
1 Raise the bottom-of-memory pointers 

exactly as with the decimal loader with 
the statement in direct mode: 
POKE 5139,0: POKE 43,20: POKE 
44,20: NEW 

2. Type in the program as carefu lly as 
possible. You will probably find it 
helpful to cover the data statements with 
a sheet of pla in paper and slowly move 
them across in groups of two. SAVE the 
program before running it. 

3. When you RUN the program then a 
checksum will be reported on the 
screen for each line. The checksum is 
also reproduced here for your conveni­
ence. If the checksum agrees fo r any

This second program is a relocating 
loader which takes TINYMON proper, 
locates it at the top of memory in whatever 
configuration you have recalcu lating soub­
routine addresses as it goes and then finally 
resets the top of memory pointers to ensure 
that it does not get overwritten. Once 
loaded, TINYMON is present until you 
turn off or reset the VIC. On running 
TINYMON you will automatically enter 
the monitor - to retu rn to BASIC then type 
.X (RETU RN ) 

To access TINYMON you have to access 
any location that is known to contain a 
zero and then SYS that location.

As you can see TIN YMON is only an 
introduction to the world of hex and 
machine language programming. Howev­
er it does get you off to quite a good start 
and once you have TIN YMON up and 
running in your machine then it is possible 
to put in much bigger monitors such as 
SU PERMON. But first you have to have a 
monitor in order to load it in. 

Although TI NYMON w i ll take you a 
certai n amount of time to type in and get up 
and running I think you will f ind that it is 
time well spent - it enables you to access 
the inner \·vorki ngs of your VIC and to enter 
the vvorld of mach ine language program­
ming \vhich is the obvious next step from 
BASIC. 

And now a final tip if you find that you 
have to reset the machine w ith a RESTORE 
or a hardware RESET - in the unexpanded 
VIC w ith nothing el se but TINYMON at the 
top of memory, SYS 691 9 will restore it for 
you!

Foul-ups or messy error messages 
This tip was provided by I W Perks of Dorset. 

This subroutine obviates the problems 
associated wi th the INPUT command 

in BASIC programs, such as accidental (or 
even mischievously intentional ) key press­
es resulting in screen "foul-ups" or messy 
error messages. 

The main program passes the following 
va lues to the sub-rout ine: 

1. PR$, whi ch contains the cursor-down, 
print co lou r, and reverse onloff com­
mands; 

2. P, ,·vhich cbntains the number to move 
TAB; 

3. L, vvhich contains the maximum length 
of input allowed; 

4. B, which contains the value of the f irst 
ASCII code acceptable fo r input; 

5. E, which contains the value of the last 
ASCII code acceptable for input. 

The sub-routi ne allows " rub-outs" of 
an y or all of the inputs by making use of the 
DELETE key, and the press ing of return 
signifres completion of input. 

On return from the sub-rout ine, the main 
program can use the input information in 
one of the two follmvi ng ways: 

1. if the input was a string, then N$ from 
the sub-rout ine becomes the stri ng in 
th"e ma in program; 

2. if the input was of numeric va lue, then 
the variable ass igned to it is VAL(N$)-eg 
N~VAL(N$). 
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A breakdo\-vn of the su b-routine is as 
fo llows: 

J . lines 7000-7005 clear the su b-routi ne 
string (N$L set the variable (F) for the 
number of characters input, set the vari ­
able (8) to the pOSition of the first character 
input, and di sable the RUN/STOP and 
RESTORE keys; 

b. lines 7008-701 5 provide the input 
prompt; 

c. lines 7030-7032 deal with a null input ­
if the maximum number of characters 
allowed has been input, then l ine 703 1 
prevents a further input prompt; 

d. line 7035 allows only a rub-out if the 
max imum number of characters has been 
input; 

e. line 7040 sign ifies completion of the 
input if the RETURN key is pressed, and 
enables the RUN/STOP and RESTORE 
keys; 

f. line 7050 allows two poss ibili ties of 
input below the ASCI I value of the lower 
limit set by va riable B - these are the 
DELETE key and the RETU RN key ilines 
7100fO; 

g. line 7055 prevents any input of a key 
whose ASCII is grea ter than that set by the 
variable E; 

h. line 7070 adds the character input (AS) 

to the stringa lre<ldy accepted (NS); 

i. line 7080 increments the number of 
inputs accepted, and if this number is short 
oj the maximum allowed (l), then the TAB 
posit ion is al so incremented, and a further 
prompt is given; 

i . lines 7085-7090 prevent a further prompt 
if the number if inputs accepted is the 
maximum allowed; " 

k. lines 7100-7210 contai n the " rub-out" 
function, but prevent it from bei ng used at 
the beginn ing of the sub-rou tine (7110) 
and after all inputs have been deleted; 

I. line 7200 gives a screen "rub-out" 
format, decrements the number of 
accepted characters, re-defines the string 
(N$) and decrements the TAB position for 
the next input; 

m, lines 7220· allow RETU RN as the only 
other input, and enab l ~ the RUN/STOP 
and RESTORE keys. 

The sub-routi ne begins at line 7000 and 
the earl ier l ines provide two examples of its 
use: firstly , as a st ri ng input and, secondly, 
as a numeric input. 

To use the first example, si mply type 
RUN, and to use the second, RUN50 
should be typed. 

The command symbols inside the quotes 
are those used by the Commodore Daisy­
wheel Printer, and a copy of these is also 
enclosed.

Printer Interlace problems 
This tip was provided by Laurie Farrell of Newcastle on Tyne. 

\ noted in a recent issue of CO a letter from 
a reader about troubles w ith his pr inter 
interface. 

! have a similar rig l(64, 154', mono 
TV, SR EX44 + SR IF40 illl but use only the 
EX44 as printer - nylon fab ric ribbon 
(reusable) for roughs and list ings and 
plast ic one-use for ' letter quality'. I abo 
have a VDM641 0 Modem. 

I have had some problems with outputs 
and my exper ience may be helpful. Most of 
my usage is for wordprocessi ng with Easy 
Script (ES) -letter, reports, schedules, bills 
of quantity, accounUinvoices, etc. This is 
catered for by a 'straight' (8M centronics 
cab le @ £19.95 and a good buy) as Easy 
Scr ipt has the right softwa re to interface: ! 
have had NO prob lems in two years. NB. 
ES outputs 'sequential programs' but will 
also load and pri nt sequential programs 
from other sources- more below. 

In order to list basic programs, etc. 
without a CBM compatible printer, ! 
obta ined a V icsprint 2064 (RAM Electro­
nics) at discount - original price £59.95 
which is too high! This works OK for most 
of the other stuff - it pretends to be a CBM 
printer and w ill run Easy Script also as 
'CBM' instead of 'other - Centronics' on 
the ES menu . 

The Vicsprinf will NOT work well with 
Superbase - I use ES link - NOR wil l it 
operate AT ALL with the CBM VDM6410 
modem. I have written to the distributors ­
RAM I am told is defunct now, and the 
2064 may be difficul t to get - also to 
Compunet but have not had the ir answers 
as yet. 

Text Frames saved/stored from 
CompunetiPrestel as seq uential programs 
can be loaded back from disk to screen 
offline OK, but will not print out without 
CBM printer, BUT ... load ES then the 
Viewdata fi le name and obtain again the 
screen display w hich CAN be printed on 
the EX44 OK. There may be some extra 
control characters floating about but ES 
wi II edit these out before printing out. 

I also have a short program for list ings to 
run o n the stra ight cable avoiding a 
changeover to the Vicsprint.

In addi tion , two further 
announcements are made - f irst the 
message 'PET MODE' and the CM= 
followed by a number. eM is a 
shorthand message for COLO U R 
MEMORY and the number that follows 
is a SYS ca ll to define the whole of the 
colour memory in the same colou r as 
the current ' ink' co lour. 

Screen POKES 
As old PET hands wil l know it is poss ible 

to poke directly to the screen. However all 
but the latest versions of the 64 requ ire one 
to POKE not only the screen locat ion wi th 
the value but also the screen memory with 
the appropriate co lour. To overcome this 
difficulty on MIN I-PET-EM a sma ll 
machine code routi ne is ca lled which 
wr ites the current 'i nk colour' into colour 
m.;mory and all tha t the user needs to do is 
to call it before a series of POKES to the 
screen are made. 

Zero Page 
Th is M INI-PET-EM does NOT provide 

the zero-page given in the PET machines 
but calls to the zero page in most PET 
programs were quite rare in any case. It 
does enable you, though, to run all the 
software (less sou nds!) provided for the PET 
instantly on the 64 if it involved graphics or 
SCreen POKES. 

Location in the Stack 
The machine code is placed in the stack 

w here it is completely safe - even from 
reset swi tches - unless you run a program 
which involves a lot of stack activity (such 
as many nested FOR-NEXT loops). The 
major pa rt of the code relocates qui te 
easi Iy apart from one sub-routine ca ll taken 
ca re of by BASIC POKES in the program 
provided. The message part is best left 
where it is in the bottom half of the stack 
where the absolute address of the message 
string is ca lled.

CAUTION: an expanded CI6 is identic­
al, apart from a few output differences, to 
the Plusl4. BUT NEITHER machine is 
compatible with the C64. The lact that 
'C16' sounds like '(64' is misleading! You 
have been misinformed about C64 soft­
ware. Even the rape formats differ - your 
C16, expanded or not, can't LOAD C64 
tapes. Even if it cou ld, only the sinyplest 
BASIC programs are likely to run on both 
computers. 

Dear Rae 
I have two problems wi th my Plus/4. Can 1 

speed up load ing or saving data to tape? 
Second, the word processor in ROM is not 
designed for 1520 printer plotter. Is there 
any way around this? 

N Stephens, Herts 
I'm uncertain whether you mean loading 
or saving programs, or reading and writing 
data . In either case, it's possible to load 
routin es into memory to handle tape in 
their own specia l formats, ignoring the 
norm al ROM routines. Try Supersoft, Har­
row, who have a lot of software experi­
ence. 

Second: possibly, but I haven't seen it 
done. The 7520 is device 6, while the 
program assumes device 4. Text is printed, 
by the 1520, with the samecommands 'as a 
printer. So you might be able to move the 
program from ROM into RAM, and change 
the relevant 65 to 45. BUI the memory 
available for work would be reduced, and 
memory-handling would be different. 

Dear Rae 
last Christmas I bought in London the 
Plus/4. Although it is far better than the 64, 
I leel l made a bad choice due to the lack oi 
software. 

I'm using the Plu s/4 in my small business 
in Greece and write the programs myself. 
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may change though Commodore intend to 
unload a few warehousefulls of Plusl4s by 
Christmas. 

Commodore's mailorder department 
'Soltpos t', on 0536-205252, has a special 
CI61Plus 4 section, which could be 01 
interest to anyone with similar problems. 
Remember the C 16 and Plusl4 are very 
similar, so software comparibiliry upwards 
shouldn't be a problem, so Plusl4 owners 
might be able to lind uselul C/6 programs . 
(01 course the C/6 has too little memory to 
run long Plusl4 software) . 

Plusl4 Softpost has one item of business 
software, 'Financial Advisor', a compound 
interest ca lcu lator. II has no P/usl4 Refer­
ence Cuide. So far as I know, ROM entry 
points haven't been pub lished; partly be­
cause BASIC 3.5 is so long. But the Kernal 
routines at the top of memory are similar to 
the 64's and VIC-20's, which should help 
machine-language programmers. 

No, no, a thousand times no! No device 
could make the Plusl4 behave likea 64. 

Dear Rae 
I write articles and scripts for plays, etc, 
and am consideri ng using my 64 as a 
word processor . 

Would I be able to get good quality 
pri nlou! that d idn't take forever to produce! 
Would I be ab le to go on usi ng A4 typing 
paper, and is there suffic ient power in my 
computer? "Superscript 64" reviewed in 
October CC I sou nds just the job, but could 
you advise. Finall y, is it possi ble to get an 
A4 size VDU? Help, please !' 

E Cha pman, Lincoln 
I know someone who writes shortish (112 
hour) scripts on a 64 with Superscript, so 
it's certainly possible. Note though that 
Superscript is a large program, so the 64 's 
memory can't hold a long document, and 
longish text has to be stored as a series of 
linked Iiles. This could mean a lot 01 disk 
access. I'd suggest you try Superscript and 
Vizawrite, and decide which you prefer. 

The point about time is that it depends 
almost entirely on the printer. These are 
genera lly much slower to print than the 
computer is to supply text. Cood quality is 
in the eye of the beholder: a cheap dot 
matrix printer isn't too bad, provided it has 
true descenders on g, j, p, q, and y; you 
may find condensed mode or enhanced 
mode printing beller; near-letter-quality 
(NLQ) dot matrix is good; some software 

and printers can handle proportjonalspac­
ing. Daisywheel printers (Commodore's is 
a rebadged Juk;) are now very cheap, and 
give typewriter quality output though the 
speed is slower. 

A4 fanfold stationery with tear-off 
sprocket holes is readily available, though 
ir's cheaper to buy stationery which is not 
quiteA4. 

A4 VDUs are expensive; they're used 
with wordprocessors made by firms like 
Xerox. The 64 is limited to its 40 column by 
25 row display unless extra hardware is 
added. 

Dear Rae 
I have just purchased my second 1541 disk 
drive only to find that it cannot \·vork 
together with my other 154 1 . 

I'm told there is a way around, to set one 
drive to device 8 and the other to device 9, 
using hardware from Germany, so I don' t 
have to load special ha rdware all the time. 
Can you help me please?

You don'l need anything (rom Cermany. 
Each 1541 has a pa ir of 'jumpers', electric­
al connections, inside. Cut ting the connec­
tion on jumper 1 converts to drive number 
to 9. Cutting jumper 2 converts the drive 
number to 10 or 11, depending on jumper 
1. So four 1541 s could be used at once. ;\/I 
this involves raking the casing off - don' t 
do th is with the power on! - My book 
'Programming rhe Commodore 64' has a 
diagram (p . .51.5). 

Altered disks need commands like 
LOAD "$0",9 in place 01 LOAD "$0",8. 
This can cause hitches - e.g. the C 128 and 
Plusl4 DLO;\D commands assume devicf::' 
number 8, so DLOAD " PROGRAM" gives 
'DEVICE NOT PRESENT ERROR. You'd 
need DLOAD "PROGRAM",U9. 

The new 15 71 drives (but not the IS70) 
have two external switches to al/ovv the 
device number to be changed.

Basic Resolutions 
Gain control over high-res graphics with this book and tape 

package previewed by Tony lydeard 

Phil Cornes' "Screen-Shot Graphics 
Pack" is published by Dorling Kinders­

ley. It consists of two booksand a tape. The 
books are vol umes 3 and 4 of his teach­
yoursel f-programmi ng series and the tape 
saves you typi ng in all the l ist ings that 
appear in the books. (There is also a 
demonstration of the techniques de­
scribed). 

The aim of the package is to give the 
BASIC programmer control over high -res 
graphics. The way this is done is by 
presenting a seri es of 19 machine code 
rou tines which, in essence, form an ex­
tended BASIC. The new comma nds are 
accessed by simplified SYS ca lls from 
within a normal BASIC program . Variables 
are used to represent the various addresses 
so there isn't too much memorisi ng to do ­
you do have to be careful not to use the 
same variables elsewhere in your program 
though! 

The commands which are effectively 
added to the C64's BASIC by the routines 
are: 

HI-R ES - init ia lises the hi -res scree n 
LO-RES - reverts to the normal text 

screen 
RESTORE - resets the DATA pointer 
RESCUE - cancels the effect of NEW 
MERGE - allows two or more progra ms 

to be added together 
CLEAR-AND-COLOUR - sets the fore­

ground and background co lo urs 
BLOCK-CO LOUR - colours a speci f ied 

rectangular area 
PLOT - l ights a specif ied pixel 
DRAW - joins two po ints with a straight 

line 
CIRCLE - draws a ci rcle on a given 

centre and with a defined rad ius 
ARC-draws a bit of a circle 
ERASE - cancels lit pixe ls as d irected 
FLOOD-FILL - fills a delineated area 

with a speci fi ed colo ur 
ROM-COPY - copies the Commodore 

character set into RAM 
TEXT - a llo ws Commodore characte rs 

and UDG's to be used o n the Hi-Res 
screen 

DEFINE-CHARACTER - enables UDG's 
to be designed and ente red 

PATTERN-FILL - f ills delineated area 
with specifi ed charac ter 

BLOCK-COPY - duplicates graphics 
displays fro m o ne part o f the screen to 
another 

SCROLL - permits ho ri zontal scrolling 
of graphics displays (with or without 
wrap-aro und) 

Also included in the software package 
are a Graphics Editor, which enables 
graphics to be entered from the keyboard 
direct to the screen; a Turtle rout ine and a 
Sprite Editor. These all use the machine 
code rout ines introduced earlier but make 
them more accessible to the less experi­
enced programmer. Displays can be saved 
to or loaded from tape or disk for use in 
other programs. 

Book 3 introduces the routines and 
exp lains their use. The fo rmat is clear and 
easy to fo llow, w ith a summ ary of syntax at 
the end of each section. Book 4 is 
dedi cated ent irely to sprites, with sections 

on animation, coll isions, priorities and the 
use of backgrounds as wel l as a d irectory of 
over 200 sprites which can be copied 
andior mod ifi ed for use in your own 
programs. 

"An invaluable addition" 

Since the books are marked at £5.95 
each and the total package costs £1 5 .95, it 
doesn't take a gen ius to wo rk out that the 
cassette and box have been valued at 
£3 .85 - pretty good value for the amount of 
time you can save. (The Graphics Editor 
and Sprite Ed itor on my copy would n't load 
but I'm sure the production copies will be 
better). 

Th is bund le makes the ideal comple­
ment to the fi rst two books in the series 
(which constitute about the best intoduc­
tion to Commodore BASIC that I have 
seen). If you 've learnt your BASIC from 
some other source, the Graphics Pack w il l 
be an invaluable addi tion to your software 
library. 

The techn ique of using SYS ca lls is not as 
convenient as wou ld have been the intro­
duction of new keywords. My only other 
critic ism is that the documentation for the 
actual software is sparse. It is obvious that 
the books were ori gi nal ly intended to stand 
alone and that the inc lu sion of the tape was 
an idea that came later. 

"Presentation vastly 
superior"

The package compares favourably with 
one or two other programs I have seen -
ma inly because of the accompanying 
l iterature, wh ich not only explains how to 
use the uti li ti es but also gives an insight 
into how they work. 

The overall presentat ion of the package 
is vastly superior to what one has come to 
expect from computer literature. Printed in 
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SuperBase 128 (~£85.001).

lthOUghWe are by far 

the largest UK reta iler 
01 Super Base, VizaStaf 
and VizaWrite lor tho 
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full co lour throughout, the books are 
copiously illust ra ted wi th photographs of 
actual screen displays. Even the program 
listings are photographed from the screen -
this technique somehow gives one confi­
dence that the listings w il l work properly if 
entered exactly as they appear onthe page. 
It's certai nl y an improvement on the more 

usual method of presentation whereby 
printouts from dot-matrix printers are used. 
The author has also managed to avoid the 
Commodore graph ics symbols that pepper 
the average program listing- in some cases 
this may make the programs slightly leng­
th ier but they are also more intellig ible ­
not to mention printable fo r those of us

Machine Code Utility 
Tony l ydeard evaluates a tool for those with a little 

knowledge of assemby language 

There are a lot of people to whom the 
very mention of machi ne code is the 

best possi ble reason for ignoring the rest of 
the arti c le and turning the page. The 
fol lowing paragraph is w ritten especia ll y 
for those people. 

Machine code 

Those of you who are st i ll left probably 
real ise that very few programmers actually 
write machine code as such. Assembly 
language isn't exact ly easy but ii 's a sight 
easier than writ ing direct into mach ine 
code . . The opcodes which comprise 
assembly language need to be translated 
into the numbers w hich the computer will 
understa nd. Wh ich is where an Assembler 
comes in. 

This new re lease from McG raw Hill is a 
tape-based Assembler which recognises 
the standard 65 10 instruct ion set as wel l as 
a number of " pseudo-instructions" of its 
own. It also incorporates a Disassembler 
with a number of useful features to enable 
programmers to examine their own (or 
other people's) code. It doesn't include a 
Monitor - the third part of an Assembly 
Language programmer's tool kit - but there 
are a number of these in the publ ic 
doma in, so it's no great hardship. (On the 
other hand, it would have been no great 
hardsh ip fo r Mc.Graw Hill to include one!) 

The package does not pretend to be a 
means of lea rn ing Assembly language but 
is rather a too l for those who have at least a 
fair idea of what they are doing. It enables 
Assembly mnemon ics to be written as 
normal BASIC programs with line num­
bers . Naturall y they w ill not run but can be 

saved and reloaded. The Assem bler wHI 
read such a program (known as a sou rce 
file) and convert it to mac hine code . 

"Makes program 
development simpler" 

The assembled code can be stored 
anywhere in memory and there is the 
option to run the code at a location other 
than where it is stored. Rea l labels are 
permitted (up to 75 charac ters long), 
comments can be included and there is an 
effic ient error-t rappi ng rout ine, which in­
dicates not only where the error occurs but 
also its type. There is also a Renumber 
routine whi ch nlakes program develop­
ment simpler than it might otherwise have 
been. 

The Assembler can be instructed to list to 
screen and/or printer . The on-screen listing 
is co lour coded for ease of interpretat ion. 
Thus, Loads and Stores are displayed in 
light green, Compares in cyan, Branches in 
yellow, Ari thmetic and Boo lean in orange, 
Sh ifts and Rotates in blue, Increments and 
Decrements in purple, Tra nsfers in grey, 
other instructions in l ight red and Labelsl 
Comments in whi te. 

McGraw Hi ll describe the program as a 
"software cartridge". Their just ification for 
th is is that it occu pies the same area as the 
BASIC ROM and uses the kernal memory 
area to store label addresses, thereby 
leaving the vast majority of the free RAM 
avai lable to the programmer. 

The Disassembler is supplied on the 
other side of the cassette. It is poss ib le to 
have both programs in memory simul­
taneously (provided that the Assembler is 
loaded first). 

"Makes good use of 
function keys" 

The programmer is given the opt ion of 
entering and addresses in ei ther decimal or 
hexadecimal; of spec ifyi ng start and fin ish 
add resses fo r the di sassembly; of sending 
listings (in dec or hex) to screen or printer 
and of having the d isassembly listed in 
" screenfuls" . As with the Assembler, there 
is a colour-coded screen display - Bran­
ches in red, breaks in ye llow and other 
recognisable mnemon ics in green. If a byte 
does not represent a va lid mnemonic, it is 
di splayed in blue with a row of question 
marks. A further fea ture is that jMP, BRK 
and RTS instruct ions'are underl ined by a 
series of full stops to indicate the end of a 
particular section of code. 

The Disassembler makes good use of the 
function keys. Fl returns to BASIC from the 
menu, F3 calls up the menu (or pauses the 
listing in continuous mode), F5 backsteps 
256 bytes (i n paged mode) and F7 ca lls up 
the next screenfu l of di sassembled listing. 

The manua l supp lied with the tape gives 
a reasonable description of what the 
programs are capable of. It is however a 
li ttle short on detail s of how exactly to use 
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what is provided. * 

At £16.95, McGraw Hill 's Assembler! 

Disassembler is very reasonably priced 
and should be a useful investment for the 
serious programmer.

Blitz your Basic 
Convert your Basic into P-code with this disk-based compiler. 

Imagine being able to convert your BASIC 
programs into machine code completely 

automatically. Imagine the sav ing of mem­
ory and the increase in speed. 

Keep imagining! Blitz doesn't go quite 
that far. What it can do is convert Com­
modore BAS1c into what is ca lls P-code, 
which is c laimed to be halfway there. The 
compiled programs that I tested certa in ly 
ran faster (on average, about 1.5 times the 
speed) but took up more space. 

The reason for this increase in size is that 
the compiled code has to have an addition· 
al interpreter so that the machine can 
recognise the new instruct ions. The a·page 
word-processed manual that Supersoft 
suppl y with the program disk claims that 
the code itself occupies about 60% of the 
space taken by the original BASIC but that 
the " runt ime rou ti nes" need an extra 6k. 
By my ca lculation, th is means that you start 
to make savings on memory (and storage 
space) on BASIC programs of about 15K. 
The amount of space taken up by a 
program isn't a problem until you get way 
above thi s figure (although the time taken 
to load itcan be irksome). 

"Operating is simplicity in 
itself" 

Blitz is supplied on disk for the simple 
reason that it can on ly work with a d isk 
drive (my apologies to tape users w ho've 
read this far). In fac t, Bli tz works even 
better wi th two disk drives - or so the 
manual claims. You need to be a bit carefu l 
if, like myself, you just have a single drive, 
as the compi ler creates new fi les on. the 
program disk and gets upset if there's not 
enough room for them . 
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Tony l ydeard sees how it's done. 

Operating Blitz (or Superbl itz as it 
sometimes cal ls itself) is simplicity itse lf. 
load the compiler and follow the prompts. 
The program sucks in your BASIC code, 
compiles it and then puts it backon the disc 
in its new form. It requi res two passes to 
make the conversion, writing intermediate 
files which are automati ca ll y scratched 
when Blitz has fin ished with them. The 
compi led program has the same name as 
your original BASIC program but with a 
Ciprefix. 

If you have two drives Bl itz offers three 
additional modes . All programmes on the 
disk can be compiled at the same time 
using the Batch Compi lation mode (be 
prepared for a pretty lengthy wai t whi le th is 
is going on). Programs can be linked in two 
different ways. Mode 3 compiles all the 
programs on a disk but onl y incorporates 
the runtime routines into the first one . Thus 
on ly the first program can be loaded and 
run but the others can be ca lled from 
w ith in it. No variab le pass ing is permitted 
in this mode. Mode 4 also compiles all th~ 
programs on the source d isk w ith the 
runtime routines in the first one only but it 
also incorporates a third pass w hich cre~ 
ates a list of variab les and arrays used in 
each modu le. These can then be passed 
from one module to another. 

"T racing errors" 

Supersoft recommended tha t only 
BASIC programs that have been thoroughly 
tested and debugged should be compiled . 
They then go on to explai n how to trace 
errors if you haven' t been sensible enough 
to follow their advice . In fact, they go so far 
as to put a specia l " cross reference fi le" on 
your disk. This seemed a little superfl uous 

to me but I suppose they know what they' re 
dOing. 

Bli tzed code can be linked to m/c 
routi nes and Blitz cla ims to be compatible 
w ith BASIC extensions provided that the 
cartridge or software is present when the 
compiled program is run . ! didn't get the 
opportunity to test thi s claim so can 't 
comment on the cla im - if you're intending 
to use it in th is contex t you'd probably ask 
for a tria l run anyway, wou ldn't you? 

Whoever wrote the manual was decent 
enough to point oul tha t Bl itz will not work 
wi th dynamically d imensioned arrays (eg 
DIM A(200) is acceptable but X=200: DIM 
A(X) is not). Th is is claimed 10 be a 
common shortcoming of most compilers , 
so shouldn't be considered a fault. 

"A worthwhile 
investment" 

At £50 for a disk and 8~page AS manual, 
Blitz is not cheap. If you regularly use a 
long BASIC program it may be a worth­
wh ile investment. The manual makes no 
reference to the commercial use of soft~ 
ware compiled by Blitz so check before 
buying it if that is your intention.

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Don't Make It Your Loss 
British businesses cou ld be losing from 

£1 mi ll ion to £5 million each year 
because of computerised data that i5105t or 
currupted, and a London insurance com­
pany has come up with a policy specifical­
ly to protect against such losses. 

Wigglesworth Ltd, an insurar for 25 
years in business and high-technology 
fie lds, developed the policy to cover costs 
of restoring data to a computer system as 
well as profi ts lost as a resu lt of the damage. 
It is the fi rst policy o f its kind, specifically 
coveri ng computer data, not just the 
equ ipment. 

A prominent computer securi ty consul­
tant, Ken Wong of BIS Applied Systems in 
Manchester, says about 10 per cent J or 
100,000, of the one mil lion computers 
sold in the UK each year are for business 
purposes and the value of data stored on 
each one could range from £10,000 to 
£50,000. Among the va luable compute­
rised files could be crucial letters, produc­
tion records and business accounts. 

But Wong's £1 -5 million est imate of 
overa ll loss per year may be low. In just 
two of the hundreds of such cases he has 
handled, one business lost £3 million and 
another £4 million as a result of computer 
fa il ureof one kind or another. 

W hile many business insurance policies 
cover damage to office equipment wh ich 
includes computers, on ly a few consider 
the costs to a company if information 
stored on that equipment is lost or distorted 
either acc identally or maliciously. The 
most frequent causes of losi ng val uable 
data range from basic computer fai lure to a 
simple fl icker in the electriC ity flowing to a 
termina l. 

"Enormous risks are 
faced" 

"British companies are fac ing enormous 
risks associated with their v ital computer 
data ranging from disgruntled workers to 
care less staff, mysterious electromagnet ic 
influences, power surges, hackers, logic 
bombs, so on and so forth," W igglesworth 
di rector Andrew Paddick sa id . "The costs 
of reinstating data often run into many 
thousands or even hundreds of thousands 
of pounds, far in excess of the actual value 
of the hardwareeauipment itself." 

Wong said many firms are computeris-

ing as rapid ly as possible without realising 
how vulnerable their computer records 
are. 

"For the person in particular who is 
usi ng a personal computer or a mini­
computer, you will fi nd in genera l that he 
has not obtained any computer insurance 
to cover against the ri sk of loss of computer 
data," Wong said. "Well , you may be 
spending £4,000 to buy a personal compu­
ter, but to reconstitute all the data that was 
lost could mean a much, much higher cost 
to the organ ization. " 

In add ition to the obvious hazards of fire, 
flood and theft that can destroy records 
kept on paper, computer files are subject to 
electromagnetic charges and power surges 
or fa il ures tha t could corrupt or erase data 
stored on a disk or in a computer. 

In one example Wong cited, the Royal 
Shakespeare Company's office in Stratford ­
upon-Avon had problems because of in­
terference from transmi ss ions by a radio 
station. As a result, the memory on 
electron ic typewriters was completely 
w iped clean of any data. 

"Back-ups just as 
vulnerable" 

The most common way of protecting 
againsl a lotal loss of computerised files is 
to make back-up copies, but depend ing on 
w here and how those are stored they may 
be as vu lnerable as the origi nal worki ng 
files . " We must expect all prudent business 
computer users to back up their data and 
take all reasonab le precautions," Paddick 
sa id . "But these acts themselves do not, by 
any means, totally eliminate the ri sks 
concerned. " 

It is d ifficu lt to place specific figures on 

the total profits lost to loss of computer 
data, Wong said, because many firms are 
reluctant to disclose the detail s of such a 
loss fearing public embarrassment. In the 
case of computer records being distorted or 
destroyed malic iously, companies often 
fear news of such " hacking" will encour­
age more of the same. 

The drast ic costs incurred by such losses 
can include temporary but often long hold 
ups in doing busi ness, lack of c rucial 
information and delays in invoicing cus­
tomers that cou ld lead to serious cashflow 
problems. 

Even if stored data is not lost altogether, 
distorted records could cause managers to 
make bad decisions based on faulty in­
formation. Also, the time involved in 
fi nding the cause of the problem and 
restoring lost data could mean staff ov r­
time and charges from specialists v 
work on the system, all cost ing the bl 
ness a considerable loss of the origina l 
investment. 

And fina lly, if a company stores person­
nel data on computers and that information 
is corrupted the firm may be in breach of . 
the 1984 Data Protect ion Act, which 
controls the use and distribution o f person­
al information. The Act requires al l compu­
ter users who keep personal information 
that ca n be traced to the subject to register 
with the newly-established Data Protec­
tion Registrar. 

"Inadequate security 
considerations" 

" If there have been any reasonable 
grounds to prove that the management has 
given inadequate securi ty considerations 
to protect or safeguard the unauthorized 
disclosure of that information, unautho­
rized access to that information or even the 
loss of that information, then the company 
as well as the directors could be individual­
ly liable for fines or even for damages," 
Wong sa id . 

The Wigglesworth policy is underwri t­
ten by Stronghold Insurance Co ltd, a 
subsidiary of Norwich Winterhur Group, 
wi th a premium·ofO.75 per cent o f the total 
insured amount. Paddick says acceptance 
into the policy depends on Vgood house­
keeping" among other things, Regular 
maintenance and a safe environment are 
always considered in setting the prem ium 
or simply accepting a customer in the first 
p lace. The coverage can also be extended 
for standard fire and perils insurance at an 
extra cost.
